* 5B reinforces your learning by having you  

   translate sentences using the newly  

   acquired vocabulary into Spanish. This step   

   will not only solidify your understanding but  

   also help you apply the words in different  

   contexts.  

 After checking your answers, it’s time to get 

ready to speak—and that’s what Stage 6 is all 

about. This final stage will help you structure 

your thoughts and equip you with key phra-

ses to express yourself with confidence.
